· As of 9/14/10 there are 516 students enrolled.
· Currently there are 4 Kindergarten classes (all with an enrollment of 20 +), 3 First grade classes (all with an enrollment of 21 +), 4 Second grade classes (3 with an enrollment of 23 1 with 18), 4 Third grade classes (all with an enrollment of 21 +), 4 Fourth grade classes, 4 Fifth grade classes, and 3 AIS classes (K/1, 2/3, 4/5).  In addition there were 3 building TAs secured that will assist at the K/1, 2/3, 4/5 grade level and be additional help at recess.
