	CHOICE #1:
The PTA membership and the officers of the PTA recognize the importance of adhering to the bylaws of the Carder PTA while carrying out the activities of the Carder PTA, and appreciate the significance of following the general principles of the greater PTA movement. The PTA membership and the officers of the PTA acknowledge that the Carder PTA unit resolved on June 3, 2008 to own and manage a playground renewal project, but allow that the scope, management complexity and financial intricacy of the playground project as currently realized exceeds the capability of this PTA organization and is not in harmony with the purposes and the basic policies of the NYS and National PTA. We therefore RESOLVE to: 

· pledge our continued support for the development and construction of a new playground for the Carder Elementary Students; 

· authorize and instruct the PTA Playground Steering Committee to create or find a body or organization that is a 501(c)3 that is separate from the Carder PTA that will adopt ownership and management responsibilities for the further development and construction of a new playground for the Carder Elementary students; 

· authorize the retention of the remaining funds held by the Carder PTA designated for the playground ($10,327.22 less any requested refunds) so that they may be transferred to the body or organization described above, on or before June 29, 2009; 

· collaborate when possible with the new body or organization described above to facilitate the completion of the playground project in ways to be approved by the PTA membership as opportunities arise.
