Meeting Minutes

Tuesday, June 3, 2008
The meeting began at 6:35 p.m. with 23 members in attendance. The May 2008 minutes were approved with the following amendments: Field day for 4th & 5th grade is June 11, and Field day for K-1 is June 12. (Rogus) Approved.
I. Reports

A. Playground Update – Ann Campbell

Ann Campbell showed a short film and gave a presentation explaining the playground committee's recent decisions. The upper field has been chosen as the best site for a new playground. The playground committee interviewed four vendors, and has chosen Leathers Associates as our playground designers. L.A. was the vendor most willing to create a custom design with the most input from us, and will allow us to use equipment purchased from other vendors if we choose to do so. A designer from Leathers will be at Carder on June 17th for Design Day. The designer will meet each grade level and take suggestions from the kids, and will work at Carder all day drawing the design. The new design will be revealed that evening at 6 p.m. in the Carder Auditorium, with a Community Celebration on the new playground site afterwards. We need a handful of volunteers for this “Party for Play” Community Celebration.  It is estimated that, once we raise the money and are ready to build,  we will need 900 community volunteers (ages 14 and up) for a 5 day build to complete the playground. 

The following motions were made to clarify the PTA's role in the Playground Project:
1. Motion to accept the Playground as a Carder PTA project under the guidance of the PTA executive board and the playground steering committee. A member from the playground steering committee will attend PTA executive board meetings as needed to keep the PTA officers updated on the playground project. (Perino) Approved
2. Motion to set up a dedicated Club Account for Playground income and expenses. 
a. The playground project is completely separate in terms of funding. Money 
will not be taken from the current PTA budget (or any of the current PTA programs) to support the playground unless vote on by the PTA and approved.
b. No money will be spent on the playground until it is raised by the playground fundraising committee. (Perino) Approved
3. Motion to Appoint Ann Coon as Assistant Treasurer to handle all income and expenses related to the playground. Ann Coon and Jen Spencer will work together and Jen Spencer will have to sign all checks as PTA treasurer. (Perino) Approved
4. Motions to allow for expenditures of playground funds during the summer months as these funds are raised. (Perino) Approved 
B. Treasurer’s Report – Jen Spencer  

1. We have received income over the past month from dividends, Scrips, and yearbook.
2. A big thanks to Ann Coon for coordinating a successful kindergarten orientation this year.  We appreciate all your hard work! 
3. The sound system, along with yearbooks, PTA insurance, grounds beautification (Butterfly Garden), kindergarten orientation expenses, spelling bee, and die cuts were our major expenses this past month.
4. Our certificates of deposit were “cashed in” on Friday, May 30th in order to pay for the sound system.

1. Congratulations to the new PTA Officers.

2. ELA and Math scores will be released to parents as soon as the state allows.
3. C-PP elementary summer school will be held in Carder Elementary for 6 weeks this summer.
4. Carder will be able to maintain staffing levels for the next academic year and add one fourth grade teacher so there will be 4 4th grade classes instead of 3 next year. We have also obtained one additional resource teacher for next year. In addition, one of our 15 to 1 classes will be moved to Erwin Valley Elementary next year.

A. Sound System for Auditorium – Mel Anastasio

The sound system has been installed and used successfully for the Spelling Bee and the 5th grade concert. We have received several positive comments on the quality of the new system.

We have earned $633.57 from Scrips cards this year.
C. Kindergarten Orientation – Ann Coon
Kindergarten Orientation was a success this year. 60 children attended.  The last class was held this Monday, June 2nd, and The Leader came to take some pictures of the kids. 
D. Spelling Bee – Steve Campbell
This year's spelling bee was a success. 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners in each grade level received tickets to the Palace Theatre, and all participants were awarded a certificate and an ice cream coupon at Peaches n' Cream.

E. Staff Luncheon – Annie Bickham

The Staff Luncheon will take place on our next half day, June 12th. Volunteers are still needed to set up, serve, and clean up after the luncheon.

F. Fifth Grade Year-End party – Becki Baker

The Fifth Grade Party will take place June 23 from 10-1:30. Volunteers are still needed.
G. Membership – Margie Lawlor
The Carder Elementary PTA won several membership awards this year: 100% Teacher Membership Enrollment, the Early Bird Award, a Community Involvement Commendation, and a Focus on Fathers Award for at least 25% total memberships by men.
