· The number of teachers/sections have been increased allowing for smaller class sizes

· K – 4th grades have 4 sections each

· K – average of 21-22 students/section

· 1st – average of 19-20 students/section

· 2nd – average of 17-20 students/section

· 3rd – average of 17-18 students/section

· 4th – average 20

· 5th grade has 3 sections

· 5th - average of 23 students/section

Curriculum and Education

· Carder has been designated as a Rapidly Improving School

· The only elementary school in the Boces area to be recognized

· Carder is entering it 3rd year with the Scott Foresman Reading Program

· A new math program has begun this year: enVisionMATH

· K – 1st grades will undergo a universal reading screening to access reading ability and help instructors to tailor individualized plans and track progress against those plans
