What is Scrip and How can I Participate? Do you shop at Old Navy, Payless Shoes, Barnes & Noble, Wal-Mart, or Starbucks?  These are only a few of 100’s of stores that provide gift cards (Scrip) through the Great Lakes Scrip Center.  The Carder PTA is starting a Scrip program for our school. Your will order and receive gift cards for face value to use like cash from the stores of your choice.  Carter PTA will receive 2%-25% of your purchase price to help our school. The extra revenue would help to fund Carder PTA school projects.                          

Getting started with Scrip!  

1. You will receive an Enrollment Form which needs to be completed and returned to your child’s teacher. Though we strongly encourage parents to personally pick up their Scrip cards, you may indicate if you wish your child to assume responsibility of the scrip gift card through your teacher.  If you do not fill in your child’s name, you assume responsibility for picking up the gift card from the school office during office hours.   

2. When you are ready to place an order, log on to www.shopwithcsrip.com and register under – “Not a member?”  After accepting the terms, your next screen will ask you to join an organization.  Please enter the Enrollment code (C5C8F88F16788) for Carder school.  This code is used to set up your account and will be needed only once. Once this is completed, you may order your scrip cards at any time under the “Order Scrip” tab. Look through the 100’s of retailers or search for your favorite to see if scrip cards are available from them.  Submit your order on line. You will receive an Order Confirmation to print out.

3. If you are unable to order on-line, you may submit the “Family Order Form” and I will place the order.  Other retailers and values are available on line.

4.  Return to your child’s teacher your Order Confirmation (or Family Order Form),  and Enrollment Form if this is your first order, along with your cash or check made out to Carder PTA.  Your order must be into the school by the last school day of the month.  If we have enough orders,  we can place orders every two weeks. 

5.  A general e-mail will be sent out stating that the scrip cards are ready for pick-up from the office or have been given to your child’s teacher for distribution.  This should be by the 10th of each month or the 20th if two orders are placed that month.

6. If you need to change your order after it is submitted, you must contact your Scrip Coordinator.  She/he can cancel or change the number of cards, but a denomination change can only be submitted by you.  Once your order is submitted by the coordinator, no other changes can be made.

7. You or your child/teacher will sign the Monthly Order Pickup List to indicate you received the Script cards and take responsibility for their possession.

8. Enjoy using your gift cards on purchases you would normally make and help Carder school at the same time.
